Outline of Proposals/Outcomes

The Constitution, in Article 7 (The Executive), requires me to maintain a list under Part 3 of the Constitution (Responsibility for Functions) setting out who of the following are responsible for particular Executive functions 

· The Mayor, or 
· an individual cabinet member, or 
· the Mayor and cabinet collectively, or
· committees of the  cabinet, 
· joint arrangements. 
The list will be known as the Mayor’s Scheme of Delegation, and is attached as the Appendix to this report.
